Konocti Christian Academy is committed to providing a Biblical foundation for life that encourages each 
student to actively choose to follow Christian principles in every academic and social experience.  
Admission to Konocti Christian Academy is determined on the basis of student transcripts, discipline 

records, a personal interview with parent(s) and student, and placement testing.  Marginal students may 
have difficulty in attaining a satisfactory level of academic achievement at KCA with the A Beka 

curriculum.  Konocti Christian Academy is not equipped with the resources required to serve children 
who are seeking to be admitted into special educational programs.  Students who seek admission directly 

following an expulsion, suspension, or behavioral problems at another school will not be eligible for 
admission until they have experienced success at another school.
